She has been
working on getting her life in order with the guidance of the Department of Social Services

FROM OUR MINISTER
Dear Unitarian Universalists of  Fallston:

   It is mid-March as I write this, and for the first time in my adult life I am considering
putting in a small garden in my postage stamp backyard and in some containers on my deck.
Despite being the daughter of an avid gardener I have never done this before.  So, why this year?
My answer- my grandson, Sesame Street, and the Goodloe ReadersÕ group.

This Christmas my grandson, Dorian received a set of ElmoÕs World dvds. For those who
do not know, Elmo is a three-year-old red monster character on Sesame Street.  In one episode
entitled ÒFlowers, Plants, and Trees,Ó  a young boy, Cody, and his mother put a red kidney bean
in a glass with wet paper towels and when it has begun to sprout they plant it in soil, water it, and
watch it grow.  After seeing the episode many times we bought some kidney beans and did the
same.  DorianÕs bean plant usually sits in our kitchen window except when he wants to take it
into the living room to be with him.
         Two of the books the Goodloe Readers read in the last few months were Fast Food Nation
by Eric Schlosser and The OmnivoreÕs Dilemma  by Michael Pollan. These books made me
realize that I need to remind myself and teach my grandson that food does not grow on grocery
store shelves.

Reserving seed from oneÕs food stock, planting seeds, and growing food has been a
process that has been seen by many peoples across cultures as a religious act. The stories of
Demeter and Persephone, Hiawatha and Isis and Osiris all tell the story of grain in myth. The
first verse of an Easter hymn in our Unitarian Universalist hymnal sings, ÒNow the green blade
riseth from the buried grain, wheat that in the dark earth many days has lain; Love lives again,
that with the dead has been: Love is come again like wheat that springeth green.Ó Soon I will
turn some soil and plant.

ÒBe a gardener.  Dig a ditch, toil and sweat, and turn the earth upside down and seek the
deepness and water the plants in time.  Continue this labor and make sweet floods to run and
noble and abundant fruits to spring.  Take this food and drink and carry it to God as your true
worship.Ó  Julian of Norwich
